THE BUILCING FPROGRAM AND ITS EFFECT OM THE
LMIVERBITY

The completion of tho construction pro-
gram which has been earried on st the University
ol HMisscurd 1n Columbls during the last alshteen
monthe 15 slgndficent, to some extont, in the size
of the Increase o' the phyaieal plant, but 1ts
reRl significance 1les in the fact that this 1n-
crezge WIll parmit  the fzeulty and réseareh staff
oI the University to carry out mors efficlentiy
ahd more completely the educatlonal propream of the
Urlversity. For many yeers the feculty of the In-
stitution has boen heupersed In 1ts efforte by the
lack of an adequate physical plant. Instruction
end research has been carried on in crowded &nd
Inproper quarters or, 1o too meny Instances, the
work heg not been done., These new bulldincs will
rermit the dopartmente uslng them to work under
netmal conditions. Other departments not recelving
now quarcere will continue to be hempered in their
work tut 1t 1s hoped that in time these, too, may
oa  nrovided with efriclent guerters such as are
i being dedicated.

In addltlion to the erectlon of now bBuafld-
e, considareble work hag been doma tn the re-
palr of soma of the service facilities ol the Unl-
varslty and s mmber of bulldings have bean  rano-
vated, HMHejor repilrs heve bean mBade bo the alac-
tric distributlon system, some of the weter mains,
and other services. Ten major bulldings have boen
renovated, These ropairs will tend to loiprove the
oducsetional efficlency of the Unlversity,

The financling of the constructlon pro-
gram, nmy Delng oompleted, has beet By means of
Btate approprlatione and Tupds allotted by the
Faderal Emorgency Administration cf Public Works
cacause of thooe Btate approprigétions. The sgum
expended for the additicns to tThe plant, and the
renovatlon of some of the oldor buildings will b
approxinately 51,400,000
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
